GUIDANCE ON ENROLMENT OF PUPILS WITH PHYSICAL DISABILITIES/MOBILITY DIFFICULTIES
In recent years we have seen a change in enrolment trends across our schools in relation to pupils with special educational needs and/or disabilities.

Encouraged by a policy of inclusion significant numbers of pupils who, in the past, may have attended ‘Special Schools’, are now opting for places in mainstream schools.

Council would encourage all our schools to embrace this change as an inclusive approach adds to the educational experience for all of the school community.

Accompanying this letter is the first of a series of guidance documents which it is intended will be circulated to schools over the coming year to support schools in the operation of an inclusive approach to education. In addition they will update schools on a range of legislative changes and the impact they will have on the school in relation to pupils with a range of special educational needs.
