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Dear Principal

The Chief Electoral Officer of the Electoral Office has issued correspondence in relation to revised arrangements regarding payment for the use of school premises for elections.   These new arrangements will supersede all previous arrangements.

Schools that are used for election purposes will no longer receive:

· a standard fee for use of premises

· a set amount to cover heating, lighting or use of telephone.

In addition:

· if your school premises are used for the counting of votes the Electoral Office will no longer pay for any hire charge or anything towards loss of income or loss of use as a consequence of the use of the premises.

At all future elections the electoral office intends to exercise their right to only reimburse a school for:

· any vouched cost of making good any damage incurred to the premises.

· actual vouched expense incurred on the provision of heat, light and telephone calls and other outlays incurred by the School in connection with the use of premises.

In addition, if any contracts are entered into with any member of staff, teaching or non teaching, this will be beyond the scope of these provisions and should be dealt with separately.
