Dear Colleague





As you are undoubtedly aware the Minister has initiated a wide ranging review of the Selection Process and post primary structures.  The Council in responding has established a task group comprising officers, members of Council and a panel of thirteen principals from across all five dioceses representing a variety of experiences and interests.





The remit of the group is to reflect on research papers, interface with other agencies and provide advice to the Council in respect of the issues identified in the Minister’s brief to Mr Gerry Burns and his group.





In parallel with the above, Council officers will engage in a programme of consultation with principals and Diocesan Education Committees with a view to informing debate.  This represents a unique opportunity for us in the education community to shape our future and we should avail of it.  Indeed there is a responsibility on us all to inform debate among parents.  The Council in its response will seek to define a set of guiding principles upon which any review should be based and will make these available to schools at the appropriate time.





As part of the Council’s ongoing collation of information and views it would be useful if you were to forward any papers or responses submitted to the review body in respect of these issues.  You are asked to make such returns to your local Diocesan Education Office.
