Page 19 - Annex 4

Arrangements For The Election of Teacher Members of the Board of Governors

Point D - 4th line - 2nd, 3rd and 4th words (or maternity leave) to be removed.  

The section should read:

d)
A teacher, seconded to an outside agency or on unpaid leave is not eligible to be a teacher governor.  Teachers elected to the position of teacher governor who subsequently leave to take up a secondment to an outside agency or unpaid leave (including approved career break) or extended absence due to illness shall cease to held post until their return to school.  The Board of Governors shall hold an election to fill the interim vacancy.

Please delete the aforementioned words or substitute the above paragraph in place of the existing one.
