RE :  Student Protests

The Council is aware of the impact which the organised and widespread protest against the potential war in the Middle East is having on young people and the consequent action which is beginning to manifest itself in schools.

Clearly there are a range of issues surrounding this matter, not least of which is the right to protest, the morality of war and the health and safety 
of children.

In respect of the latter, it is reasonable that Principals should make parents aware that their children are not free to leave the school premises unless they provide written requests outlining the reason for so doing.

I trust that this advice is helpful to you in managing the situation at local level.
