You will have received a copy of the Government’s Draft Education (Northern Ireland) Order 2006 along with a formal response booklet.  Council would encourage you to respond to this important consultation and have such responses submitted to the Department of Education before the closing date of 7th March 2006.

The Council is broadly supportive of most of the provisions in relation to the Curriculum and to Admissions to Secondary Schools.  It has serious concerns, however, regarding the proposed removal of responsibilities from boards of Governors in relation to the Suspension and Expulsion of pupils.
