Dissemination of Information from CCMS
In accordance with the recommendation of the CCMS Audit Committee, CCMS Circular 2005/05 advised that, as from September 2005, all circulars would be issued to schools and Chairs of Boards of Governors by e-mail and “where a chairperson does not have an e-mail address or does not wish to receive this information via e-mail the Principal will undertake to ensure that he/she is properly informed through Board of Governor Meetings”.  

Rather than issue all circulars by e-mail thereby taking up valuable space in your ‘in-box’ Corporate Services will issue an e-mail at the end of each month, advising of circulars or publications which have been added to the website www.onlineccms.com during that month.  Circulars / publications can then be downloaded or printed as required.
The issue of circulars is of vital importance in keeping Catholic Maintained schools updated and informed about the crucial and important issues within education particularly at this time of significant change.  Failure to keep abreast of information could be of detriment to your school.  
To ensure that all schools receive e-mails issued by Council is therefore very important that Corporate Services Section of CCMS is advised of any changes of e-mail address.  C2K has advised Council that some ’mailboxes’ are being left full because of infrequent use.  It is essential that account holders access and empty their in-boxes on a regular basis.  If you have still not yet returned the “School Contact Form” issued in September 2006, please do so as a matter of urgency, so that the Corporate Services can maintain an up-to-date database, therefore ensuring that all schools are advised in a timely manner.
